What is a Certified Cost Technician (CCT)?

The Certified Cost Technician program was established to give less experienced professionals the
opportunity to advance their cost engineering skills and professional development, and be distinguished as
an Certified Cost Technician prior to obtaining the prerequisite 8 years of relevant experience necessary to
become certified as a CCE/CCC. This option requires passing a different exam, and provides an alternative
path for becoming certified.

The benefits of becoming a CCT include:

e The CCT gives junior total cost management professionals the opportunity to advance their cost
engineering skills and professional development, and be recognized as having achieved the CCT
distinction.

e It identifies junior cost engineering professionals who have demonstrated a level of competency,
knowledge, and ability in applying total cost management principles early in their career.

e It distinguishes junior cost engineering professionals from their peers to employers, clients, and the
industry.

e The professional practices for the cost engineering profession are raised and improved by giving
special recognition to those who achieve a high level of competency early in their career.

e Increased awareness of cost engineering principles at the collegiate or junior level of the
organizations will occur, and promote more employers hiring junior-level professionals.

e Eligibility; To sit for the exam, at least 4 full years of experience in a cost/schedule related field is
required, of which up to 4 years may consist of appropriate college-level academic training.

Application and Payment of Early Fees Members US$100.00 Nonmembers US$150.00

The application (with appropriate experience verification) and fees must be received at least 40 days before
the examination date so that you may be scheduled at an appropriate exam site. All fees are subject to
change. Verification of Experience/Education Applications are reviewed and experience and education is
verified. Please submit a copy of college degree(s)/transcripts and/or letters from employers that could
expedite the verification process with your application.

Passing the Examination

To become certified, a passing grade of 70% must be achieved on the 3 ¥2-hour exam. After passing the
exam, the CCT will receive a certificate suitable for framing. AACE International Headquarters will maintain
the CCT's file for at least 4 years, or until the CCT's certification expires or they become a Certified Cost
Consultant/Certified Cost Engineer.

Member Spotlight for September 2008 Atlanta Section Newsletter

—Richard A. Selg, CCE

Richard A. Selg, CCE, has been an active member of AACE International for many years. He has served as a
member of the Technical Board, as Vice President—Technical, Education, & Certification, and has authored , edited, and
contributed to texts, professional practice guides, recommended practices, and professional papers. He has also been
actively involved at the section level. Most recently, he was awarded the Charles V. Keane Distinguished Service Award
at the 2008 Annual Meeting in Toronto. This is an endowment award presented by the Association to a member of an
AACE International section who has consistently endeavored to enhance the professional image of cost engineering over
an extended period of time.

Eastern Europe is in the early stages of capitalism with exorbitant inflation (in double-digit figures) and a monumental
challenge to overcome a “closed-market” that was controlled by the government to today where there is an “open market”
economy that is open to national and international markets. This high inflation and erratic changes in the pricing indexes
caused extreme difficulties in estimating and predicting the outcome of many construction projects planned and under
way.

To meet Eastern Europe’s challenge, Richard responded to a request from the Citizen Ambassador Program to serve on a
delegation to St. Petersburg and Moscow, Russia and Warsaw, Poland. While serving on the delegation, Richard provided
Total Cost Management (TCM) workshops and dialogue, through Russian and Polish interpreters, with executive staff
members at major Russian and Polish Universities and construction firms. The TCM provided systematic approach to
managing cost on a life cycle basis through the application of cost engineering and cost management methodologies. His
meetings and workshops included considerable discussion and exchange of contracting methods; types of financing;
special economics; location factors and climatic considerations unique to the construction environment in Russia and
Poland. Richard also provided copies of his publication, Hazardous Waste Cost Control (Selg, R. A. ed.), Marcel Dekker,
Inc., New York., to the above Russian and Polish universities and other universities during his travels in Eastern Europe.

Richard continues to strengthen World-wide ties between project controls professionals responsible for managing cost on
major construction projects and to better acquaint the professionals with cost management work and methodologies.
